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Foreword

The annual Macao Young Musicians Competition is organised by the Cultural Affairs
Bureau of the Macao S.A.R. Government with the aim of advancing the musical arts in the
territory and enhancing the training and performance abilities of young local musicians. For
well over two decades, the Macao Young Musicians Competition has given thousands of
young people the opportunity to gain precious stage experience, and thus has played a vital
role in the improvement of the musical skills of Macao’s youth. As last year’s competition
featured the categories of Chinese and Western instruments and vocal music, this year the
focus will be on the categories of piano solo, piano for four hands, chamber music for piano,
harp solo and chamber music for harp. In each category, along with First, Second and Third
prizes, the Organiser will continue to award the “Cultural Affairs Bureau Prize”; ten “Talented
Prizes” and one “Best Ensemble Performance Prize”, in order to provide subsidies to a greater
number of talented local youngsters so that they may further their musical training in Macao or
abroad. Meanwhile, Wright State University of Dayton, Ohio, U.S.A. will offer piano
scholarship awards to one or more winners of this competition, thus enable them to enroll in an
undergraduate programme of the university.

Competition Categories: Piano Solo, Piano for Four Hands, Chamber Music for Piano, Harp
Solo and Chamber Music for Harp

Eligibility of Competitors:

All Macao residents who were born on or after 1990, and hold valid Macao resident ID cards.

Eligibility of Accompanists:

All Macao residents who hold valid Macao resident ID cards (no age limit).

1. Competitors must complete the enrolment form fully and accurately, and submit it (along
with all supporting documents) in person or via a representative, to the registration venue
within the registration period specified above;

2. The Competition Rules and Enrolment Forms might be downloaded from the website of
the Cultural Affairs Bureau, accessible at www.icm.gov.mo;

3. Interested parties might consult the musical scores of the Compulsory Pieces at the
Cultural Affairs Bureau at Praga do Tap Seac, from Monday to Friday, 9 a.m. to 5:30 p.m.
including lunch hour; or at the Macau Central Library (Avenida do Conselheiro Ferreira de
Almeida, No 89 A-B), from 10 am to 8 pm daily, Monday through Sunday;

4. When completing and submitting the Enrolment Form, please note the following:

4.1.1 Competitors in Solo categories must complete the Enrolment Form, and must
submit the other required documents together with the form;

4.1.2 Each Competitor in the Piano Four Hands and Chamber Music categories must
complete the Enrolment Form, and submit the other required documents
together with the form;

4.2 A copy of the front side of each participant’s ID card must be attached to the
Enrolment Form in the space provided,

4.3 To save time during the registration process, competitors may opt to submit their
enrolment forms as a group. Competitors who choose this option must submit the
“Enrolment List for Groups” together with their Enrolment Forms and other required
documents. The “Enrolment List for Groups” may be downloaded from the Cultural
Affairs Bureau website;

4.4 Competitors must provide a photocopy of the sheet music of their free choice piece (if
required in their competition category), clearly marked with the competitor’s full
name and competition category;

4.5 Competitors need not submit personal information about their accompanist(s) at the
time of registration. However, on the day of the competition, the accompanist must
present his or her Macau identity card at the on-site registration venue so that it can
be checked against the information on file.

Competition Rules

1. Competitors may compete in no more than four competition categories, and must choose
only one competition level in each category;

In the Piano Four Hands and Chamber Music categories, competitors may not participate in
more than one team per category;

Competitors may compete only in categories that correspond to their level of musical
ability;

3.1 Competitors who are registered in the Concerto category may not also compete at the
Elementary or Intermediate Level for the same instrument;

3.2 If the Organiser discovers that the Competitor’s level of ability does not correspond
to the categories for which s/he has registered, it reserves the right to disqualify that
competitor from the categories in question;

Competitors who have won first prize in any solo instrument category in past Macao
Young Musicians Competitions shall not be eligible to compete in that category;

Full-time professional musicians and full-time students of music performance in piano or
harp at music academies are not eligible to compete;

Once the registration procedures are complete,

6.1 Competitors may not change the competition category or level for which they
registered;

6.2 Competitors may not change the “compulsory pieces” which they have chosen for
the competition;

6.3 Competitors in Solo categories may not make any substitutions in personnel;

6.4 Should individual members of any team registered for the Piano Four Hands and
Chamber Music categories find themselves unable to participate due to special
circumstances, a substitution may be requested; a team member must fill out the
“Changes to Enrolment Information Form,” and provide proof of the reason for the
initial team member’s inability to perform (such as a note from his/her school or
physician) as well as a photocopy of the new team member’s valid Macau resident
ID card;

6.5 Registrants who need to change their personal information or the sheet music for
their free choice piece must fill out the “Changes to Enrolment Information Form,”
and submit along with the form a photocopy of the new sheet music and/or
documentation to confirm the change of personal information. The new sheet music
and supporting documentation must be clearly marked with the competitor’s full
name and competition category;

6.6 To protect the interests of all competitors, the “Changes to Enrolment Information
Form” must be submitted in person by the competitor, his or her legal guardian, or a
registered team member, on or before the date specified below. When submitting the
form, the applicant will be required to show his/her valid Macau resident 1D card.
Late submissions will not be accepted,;

6.7 The Changes to Enrolment Information Form may be downloaded from the Cultural
Affairs Bureau website;

The order in which competitors perform shall be determined by a computer-generated
system of random selection. The order of performances shall be announced on June 1,
2011 on the website of the Cultural Affairs Bureau (www.icm.gov.mo); the schedule will
also be placed at the Cultural Affairs Bureau at Praca do Tap Seac, open to the public
from Monday to Friday, 9 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. including lunch hour;

Competitors must perform in the specified order;

8.1. Competitors who have reason to change their performance time or order must
complete the “Changes to Enrolment Information Form”, and submit it along with
supporting documentation (such as a doctor’s note or letter from their school). The
“Changes to Enrolment Information Form” may be downloaded from the website of
the Cultural Affairs Bureau. To protect the rights of all competitors, the petition
must be submitted in person by the competitor or his/her guardian at the location
specified below. When submitting the form, the applicant will be required to show
his/her valid Macau resident ID card;

Location: Cultural Affairs Bureau at Praca do Tap Seac

8.2 The order of performance may be altered only under exceptional circumstances and
only with the express approval of the Organizer. The Organizer will contact the
competitor by telephone to inform him/her whether the request has been approved,
and if so of the new performance time;

Competitors must arrive at the competition venue at the specified time, inform the staff of
their arrival, and present their valid Macau resident ID card in order to receive a number
card for the competition;

Competitors who do not pick up their number cards at the on-site Registration Table by
the specific time will be considered LATE;

10.1 Competitors who arrive late will be allowed to perform on stage, but may not
compete for any prizes. Judges will provide late competitors with a written
assessment, but will not award a score;

10.2 Competitors who have not arrived at the competition venue by the time the MC
announces their name to perform on stage will be considered “no-shows,” and will
not be permitted to perform on stage;

After being registered by members of the Organization, competitors are allowed to leave
the venue temporarily. However, those who have not returned to the competition venue
by the time the MC announces their name to perform on stage will be considered “no-
shows,” and will not be permitted to perform on stage;
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All scoring decisions made by the judges are final;

The judges may require a competitor to repeat a performance if they feel that they have
not been able to make a fair assessment based on the original performance;

The judges may require a competitor to terminate a performance if it exceeds the time
limit or if they feel that they have heard enough to assess the performance;

Competitors in the Concerto category are required to arrange their own accompaniment.
In the event that the accompanist(s) is/are absent at the scheduled time of performance,
the judges will give the Competitor a written assessment but will not award a score;

Competitors, their teachers, relatives or representatives may not speak with or otherwise
have contact with the judges during the course of the competition; if they do, they will be
immediately disqualified,;

If any competitor is a relative, a student, or business associate of any of the judges, the
competitor must notify the Organiser before the start of the competition so that the judge
in question will not score the competitor in that category. The Organiser reserves the right
to disqualify the competitor from the competition or strip the competitor of any prizes
s/he has won if it is discovered that the competitor has concealed such a relationship with
a judge;

The registration fee is non-refundable;

Each category must have a minimum enrolment of FIVE competitors or teams in order to
compete for prizes;

19.1 In the event that a category is under-enrolled, competitors may still perform on
stage. The judges will provide a written assessment and a score, but competitors
may not compete for First, Second or Third Prize. If the competitor’s performance
is truly outstanding, judges may recommend him or her for the Cultural Affairs
Bureau Prize, the Talented Prize, the Best Ensemble Performance Prize or Wright
State University Piano Scholarship Award, and s/he may be a candidate to perform
at the Awards Ceremony and Winners’ Gala Concert;

The Organiser reserves the right to amend or rescind any regulation pertaining to the
Competition, and reserves the right of final decision in case of uncertainty or dispute.

Competitors should perform the piece as written on the sheet music. Should a competitor
deviate from, or make any changes to, the notations on the sheet music during the
performance, the judges will decide whether and how the competitor’s overall score will be
affected;

Details about the compulsory pieces for each competition category can be downloaded
from the website of the Cultural Affairs Bureau. Interested parties may also access sheet
music for their compulsory pieces at the Cultural Affairs Bureau at Praca do Tap Seac or
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Macau Central Library. For address and office hour, please refer to point no. 3 of
“Registration Details”.

3. If competitors and accompanists need to use sheet music while performing, they must use
an original. The use of photocopied sheet music, or pages or portions of photocopied
sheet music attached to an original score, constitutes a violation of the Competition Rules.
Competitors found to be in violation of this rule may be disqualified from the competition;
they may still be permitted to perform on stage, but the judges will only give them a
written assessment. They will not be awarded a score or compete for any prizes;

4. In selecting their free choice piece, competitors should note that they may not perform a
piece they have performed in previous competitions. In addition, the same piece may not
be used in more than one category in this year’s competition;

5. Normally, there is no need to play competition pieces or portions of them more than once.
It is not necessary to play the first coda; however, if the sheet music is marked da capo
(D.C.) or dal segno (D.S.), competitors must play as directed;

. Should a competitor wish to change his/her free choice piece, s/he must do so before April
15, 2011. No changes or substitutions will be accepted after that date.

Prizes (Cash Awards and Certificates)

Scores will be awarded on a scale of 0 to 100. If there is more than one judge scoring a
particular performance, the final score will be the average of all the judges’ scores, and will be
calculated to two digits after the decimal point.

The three top scorers in each category must have scores of 85 or above in order to
receive First, Second, or Third Prize.
Prize-winners will receive the following certificates based on their final scores:

Certificate of Merit— a score of 85 or above;
Certificate of Competence — a score of 75 or above and below 85.

Special Prizes
1. Cultural Affairs Bureau Prize

This MOP100,000 scholarship prize is provided by the Cultural Affairs Bureau of the
Macao S.A.R. Government and is awarded to one winner at the age of 15 or above whose
performance the judges consider to have been truly outstanding. The scholarship may be used
to attend a Bachelor Degree in Music at an institution located in Macao or abroad. The winner
will also be awarded a Cultural Affairs Bureau Certificate.

All first-prize winners in each category, or those competitors that the judges have
recommended as outstanding performers, may compete in this prize.
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2. The Talented Prizes

The Talented Prize provided by the Cultural Affairs Bureau of the Macao S.A.R.
Government is a MOP30,000 scholarship awarded to a maximum of 10 winners who are
considered to have talents under the age of 18, which shall be used to attend short-term
overseas music courses. Each winner will be awarded a scholarship of MOP30,000 and a
Talented Prize Certificate.

All first-prize winners in each category, or those competitors that the judges have
recommended as outstanding performers, may compete in this prize.

3. The Best Ensemble Performance Prize

The Best Ensemble Performance Prize sponsored by the Cultural Affairs Bureau of the
Macao S.A.R. Government is a MOP5,000 (five thousand patacas) prize that will be awarded
to an ensemble with an outstanding performance. The first-prize winners of each Piano Four
Hands, Chamber Music categories or the groups recommended by the jury may compete in
this prize. The winner will be awarded a Best Ensemble Performance Certificate.

Selection of “Special Prizes” Winners and “Winners’ Gala Concert” Performers

The Selection of “Special Prizes” Winners and “Winners’ Gala Concert” Performers will take
place after the completion of the entire competition. All first-prize winners in each category, or
those competitors that the judges have recommended as outstanding performers, must perform
one compulsory piece or one free choice piece, and judges will choose the recipient(s) of the
Cultural Affairs Bureau Prize, the Talented Prize, and the Best Ensemble Performance Prize
from among them, as well as the performers of the “Winners’ Gala Concert”. This selection
process is not open to the public; only the eligible competitors will be allowed into the venue
to perform.

If the judges agree that none of the competition winners can be recommended for the
above special prizes, the organizer has the right to retain the prizes.

Wright State University Piano Scholarship Award - Dayton, Ohio, U.S.A.

A scholarship offered by Wright State University, USA - sponsored by its Department of
Music and Office of the Provost - will enable one or more competition winners currently
studying grade four in high school or equivalent or above to enroll in an undergraduate
programme of Piano Performance, Music Education or Music History and Literature at the
university.

The scholarship covers partial exemption of the tuition and fees with generous awards from the
Provost Office and the Department of Music at Wright State University. Each winner is
eligible for a scholarship valued at up to MOP$300,000 for four academic years. All First-,
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Second-, or Third-prize winners and are currently studying grade four in high school or
equivalent or above, or those competitors that the judges have recommended as outstanding
performers, may compete in this prize. All winners must be recommended by representatives
from the university.

If the judges agree that none of the competition winners can be recommended for the above
award, the Organizer and the university have the right to retain the award.

The Awards Ceremony and Winners’ Gala Concert

The Awards Ceremony and Winners’ Gala Concert will take place on July 30, 2011
(Saturday). Performers at this event will be selected by the judges on the day of the Selection
of Special Prizes Winners and Winners’ Gala Concert Performers.

In order to achieve a balanced concert programme, performers may be selected from
among any of the First-, Second-, or Third-prize winners in each category as well as from the
competitors that the judges have recommended for any of the “Special Prizes”. The Organiser
will notify by telephone those who are selected to perform at the Winners’ Gala Concert.

In addition, the winners of the “Special Prizes” will be announced at this event.

Tickets for the Winners’ Gala Concert cost MOP$20. During the competition, tickets
will be on sale at the competition venue; after the competition, they will be available for
purchase at the Tap Seac Gallery (Avenida do Conselheiro Ferreira de Almeida, No. 95), from
Monday to Sunday, 10 a.m. to 7 p.m.
