Rosas é apoiada pela Comunidade Flamenga e pela

Fundagéo BNP Paribas.
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Rain, baseada em Musica para 18 Musicos (1976) de Steve Reich, é uma das performances mais
caracteristicas de Anne Teresa De Keersmaeker. Com esta coreografia vibrante, De Keersmaeker
regressou, em 2001, a dois dos seus grandes amores: a danga pura e a musica minimalista de Steve
Reich. Acompanhados pelos tons pulsantes da sua musica, nove bailarinos evoluem em palco durante
uma hora e dez minutos, delineados por uma cortina de finas cordas, exibindo uma impressionante e
virtuosa sequéncia de frases de danca. As figuras matematicas, a repeticdo sustentada, a ocupacédo
geométrica do espaco, a arte da variagdo continua, tudo aquilo que gradualmente se tornou a
assinatura da coredgrafa, foi levado ao extremo em Rain.

Em Rain, De Keersmaeker aborda a companhia de bailarinos como um grupo unido de individuos
destacados que, um a um, desempenham um papel vital no conjunto. Seis mulheres e trés

homens deixam-se levar em onda por uma energia una e imparavel. E uma rede frenética, que partilha
respiracdo e velocidade, como naquela camaradagem especial que se forma quando

estamos exaustos.

Rain, (2001), foi coreografada para a peca Musica para 18 Musicos composta por Steve Reich em
1976. Com base na partitura, coredgrafa e bailarinos desenvolveram, conjuntamente, frases e cenas de
danca. Na maioria das vezes, nove bailarinos ocupam o palco ao mesmo tempo, exibindo uma grande
variedade de técnicas de dancgas de grupo, fisicamente desafiadoras, criando uma festa vibrante

para os olhos. E realmente incrivel ver como os bailarinos habilmente convergem e se dispersam de
uma so vez, exibindo variagdes continuas de movimentos, ao som de musica minimalista que

desperta emogdes.

Vale a pena referir que serd apresentada a versao de 2016, uma recriacao de Anne Teresa De
Keersmaeker para um grupo de novos bailarinos, 15 anos depois da estreia de Rain. Apesar de ser
um trabalho “histérico”, mostra técnicas e formas ainda hoje relevantes. Vejamos como os jovens
bailarinos irdo dar uma nova vida a esta obra-prima classica.

Notas Biograficas

Em 1980, depois de estudar danga na Mudra School em Bruxelas e na Tisch School of Arts
em Nova lorque, De Keersmaeker (nascida em 1960) criou Asch, o seu primeiro trabalho
coreografico. Dois anos depois foi a estreia de Fase, Quatro Movimentos para a Musica de
Steve Reich. De Keersmaeker fundou a companhia de danca Rosas em Bruxelas em 1983,
durante a criagdo de Rosas danst Rosas. Desde essas pegas inovadoras, a sua coreografia

baseou-se numa exploragéo rigorosa e prolifica da relagdo entre a danga e a musica. Com
Rosas ela criou um amplo corpo de trabalho, envolvendo estruturas musicais e partituras
de periodos diversos, desde a musica antiga até linguagens contemporéaneas e pop. A
sua pratica coreografica também vai buscar principios formais a geometria, aos padrdes
numeéricos, ao mundo natural e as estruturas sociais para nos oferecer uma perspectiva
Unica sobre a articulacdo do corpo no espaco e no tempo. Em 1995, De Keersmaeker
estabeleceu a escola P.A.RT.S. (Performing Arts Research and Training Studios) em
Bruxelas, em associagdo com La Monnaie / De Munt.

Nascido em Nova lorque, Steve Reich formou-se em Filosofia, com distin¢éo, pela
Universidade de Cornell em 1957. Nos dois anos seguintes estudou composicdo com Hall
Overton e, de 1958 a 1961, estudou na Juilliard School of Music. Obteve o seu Mestrado
em Musica no Mills College em 1963, onde trabalhou com Luciano Berio e Darius Milhaud.
Different Trains, a sua obra de 1988, anuncia um novo método de composi¢do, no qual
gravacgdes faladas geram o material musical instrumental. Em 1990, gravada pelo Quarteto
Kronos, na etiqueta Nonesuch, a obra ganhou o prémio Grammy de Melhor Composicédo
Contemporénea. Reich ganharia um segundo Grammy em 1999 com Mdusica para 18
Mdsicos. Ao longo dos anos, Reich recebeu encomendas das mais importantes instituicoes
internacionais e a sua musica foi interpretada por grandes orquestras e agrupamentos por
todo o mundo, além de varios coredgrafos criarem dancgas para a sua musica. Em 1994,
Reich foi eleito para a Academia Americana de Artes e Letras, para a Academia Bavara de
Belas Artes, em 1995, e em 1999, foi condecorado Commandeur de I'ordre des Arts

et Lettres.



O cendgrafo e designer de iluminagéo Versweyveld formou-se no Sint-Lucas Institute
em Bruxelas e na Academia Real de Belas Artes de Antuérpia. Foi professor convidado
na Gerrit Rietveld Academie e um dos fundadores do curso de Cenografia em Antuérpia.
Desenha cenarios e luzes para um grande e variado numero de produg¢des teatrais,
desde pecas classicas a modernas a producdes de danca e dpera. Além do seu trabalho

com Anne Teresa De Keersmaeker, colaborou com directores de renome internacional,
incluindo Johan Simons e Pierre Audi. Ganhou o Bessie Award em Nova lorque pela sua
cenografia para Drumming Live, o Obie Award por Hedda Gabler, o Prémio Amsterdao
das Artes (com Ivo van Hove), em 2015, e o prémio Knight of lllumination por Song from
Far Away, em 2016.

Van Noten inicia estudos de Design de Moda na Academia Real de Belas Artes de
Antuérpia com 18 anos. Em 2008, foi premiado Designer Internacional do Ano pelo
Conselho de Estilistas de Moda da América, Inc., e Royal Designer for Industry pela Royal
Society for the encouragement of Arts, Manufactures and Commerce de Londres. Em
2009, a Academia Real Flamenga da Bélgica para a Ciéncia e Artes concedeu-lhe

a Medalha de Ouro e o Conselho de Alta Costura do Museu do Fashion Institute of
Technology de Nova lorque homenageou-o com o Prémio Conselho de Alta Costura para
Artista da Moda. Trabalhou com Anne Teresa De Keersmaeker em varios espectaculos,
incluindo Drumming (1998) e Rain (2001).

Ikeda conheceu Anne Teresa De Keersmaeker na escola de danga de Maurice Béjart

em Bruxelas, em 1979. Em 1983, ajudou a fundar a companhia Rosas e trabalhou como
directora de ensaios para as primeiras pecas. Entre 1983 e 2008, contribuiu para as
criagdes, dangou em quase todas as producdes de Rosas e também para varios dos seus
filmes e videos. Desde 2007, Ikeda vem desenvolvendo a sua propria carreira artistica e tem

colaborado com diversos artistas. Em 2007, com Benjamin Verdonck e Alain Platel, criou
Nine Finger que foi seleccionada para o Festival d’Avignon e se transformou em digressao
internacional. Também orienta workshops de Rosas e de trabalhos da sua autoria.



Bachman (Franca, 1994) estudou bailado na Escola de Ballet da Opera Nacional de Paris,
de 2005 a 2011, antes de se tornar membro do Ballet da Opera de Paris, em Agosto de
2011, com a qual se apresentou em producdes de bailado classico como La Bayadere,
Giselle e Bela Adormecida. Trabalhou com coredgrafos como Wayne McGregor, Benjamin
Millepied, John Neumeier, Pina Bausch, entre outros. Fez digressées com a companhia

por todo o mundo, dan¢gando em Moscovo, no Teatro Bolshoi, no Japédo e na Australia.

Bachman trabalhou com as companhias L.A. Dance Project e Benjamin Millepied, em Rain
e Bartok / Beethoven / Schoenberg, de Anne Teresa De Keersmaeker, e com o Ballet da
Opera de Paris, antes de se juntar a Rosas em 2016 para a recriacéo de Rain.

Kawaji (Suécia, 1994) estudou na Royal Swedish Ballet School entre 2004 e 2013. Na
temporada de 2012-2013, foi aluna a tempo inteiro do Cullberg Ballet, onde actuou em
Translations, na segunda parte do The Strindberg Project de Melanie Mederlind e em
Ekmans Triptych - um Estudo de Entretenimento de Alexander Ekman. Em 2016, Kawaji

formou-se na P.A.R.T.S. e juntou-se a Rosas para a recriagao de Rain.

Efstathiou (Grécia, 1989) formou-se numa escola particular de danca profissional em
Atenas, com uma bolsa integral por trés anos, e depois estudou na Royal Academy of
Dance (Londres), onde obteve o mais alto diploma de danca classica. Entre 2010 e 2015,
colaborou com Dominique Duszynski em Sous Les Ponts, Sotto Voces, Walkabout e

no dueto Riff, apresentado em Franca, Bélgica e Brasil. De 2013 a 2015, dangou no
Hors-champ de Michele Noiret. Zoi criou e executou os seus préprios trabalhos,
Gingerbread Man, 9 NiNe e Chapter I, na Bélgica, Grécia e Austria. Desde 2010, ensina

Fez parte de um grupo de alunos
da P.A.R.T.S. que colaboraram com a coredgrafa Marten Spangberg em Dawn, que estreou
no ImPulsTanz em Viena em 2016. Juntou-se a Rosas em 2016 para a recriagdo de Rain.

Ratsifandrihana (Franca, 1994) estudou no Conservatoire National Supérieur Musique

et Danse de Paris e prosseguiu a sua formacao no Ballet Junior com o qual dangou obras
de Nathalie Pubellier e Cristiana Morganti. Em 2014 foi ao Japdo apresentar Le Baiser,
baseada no reportério de Thomas Lebrun. Conheceu o director Caleb Hammond em
Nova lorque, para quem dangou Helen no Brick Theater, em Brooklyn. No mesmo ano,
juntou-se a Compagnie du Hanneton dirigida por James Thierrée. Participou da criagéo
do Tabac Rouge, que recebeu o Prémio Moliere 2014 para melhor cria¢do visual. Em 2015,
colaborou com Salia Sanou em Du Désir d’Horizons. Em 2016, comecou a trabalhar com
Rosas para a recriagédo de Rain.

Gizycki (Franca, 1993) formou-se em estudos cientificos em 2011 e continuou sua
formagado em danga no Conservatoire National Supérieur Musique et Danse de Lyon,

apos a qual foi estudar na P.A.R.T.S. (Bruxelas) onde se formou em 2016. No mesmo ano,
juntou-se a Rosas para a recriagcdo de Rain e para a exposi¢do Work / Travail / Arbeid

na Tate Modern em Londres. Desde entdo, tem trabalhado com Rosas em Zeitigung,
Achterland, em Work / Travail / Arbeid, no Museu MoMa em Nova lorque e no Volksbihne
em Berlim. Recentemente, participou na criagdo de The Six Brandenburg Concertos e fara
parte da préxima recriacdo de Bartok / Beethoven / Schénberyg.




Crné&evié (Sérvia, 1996) iniciou a sua carreira artistica numa escola primaria de musica para
guitarra classica e tem formagédo em danca desportiva. Formou-se na escola de bailado
Lujo Davi¢o em Belgrado. Em 2013, estudou na P.A.R.T.S. e trabalhou com coredgrafos e
professores como David Zambrano, David Hernandez, Salva Sanchis, Marta Coronado e

Libby Farr, tendo passado dois meses no Senegal a trabalhar com estudantes e coredgrafos S
africanos na Ecole des Sables, num programa de intercambio. Apds ter concluido a sua
formacédo em 2016, juntou-se a Rosas para a exposicdo Work / Travail / Arbeid na Tate

Modern (Londres) e para a recriagdo de Rain.

Svajda (Croécia, 1995) comecou a dancar aos 9 anos e estudou danca em Zagreb e na
Academia Experimental de Danca de Salzburgo. Em 2013, trabalhou com o conceituado
bailarino e professor Martin Sonderkamp em Re-wired choreographies for the
preconscious body, com a Zagreb Dance Company, e com o coredgrafo Bo Madvig no
Festival de Danga e Teatro Ndo-Verbal de San Vincenti. Actuou em Love Will Tear Us

Apart, um solo de Petra Hras¢anec e Sasa Bozi¢ no Danscentrumjette (Bruxelas), no Les
Subsistances (Lyon) e no Théatre de la Bastille (Paris), e no Fragile Matter do Projecto
Bodhis, de Paul Blackman e Christine Gouzelis. Juntou-se a Rosas em 2016 para a
recriagdo de Rain.

Rosas foi fundada pela coredgrafa e dancarina Anne Teresa De Keersmaeker em 1983,
durante a criagcdo de Rosas danst Rosas. Desde sua estreia em 1982 com Fase, Quatro
Movimentos para a Musica de Steve Reich, De Keersmaeker tem-se empenhado numa
exploragéo rigorosa e na articulagdo do movimento, desde as suas formas mais simples até as
mais complexas. Rosas ampliou a arte da danga enquanto acto de escrever movimentos no
espaco e no tempo e, ao longo dos anos, vem explorando a coreografia a par de outras forcas
composicionais, a saber, musica, geometria, artes visuais e linguagem. Desde que os seus
primeiros trabalhos ganharam atencgéo internacional, Rosas construiu uma presenca forte

e vital no mundo da danca, envolvendo teatros, companhias de reportoério, dperas, festivais,
locais de trabalho, espacos de exposicédo e plataformas educacionais. Com a parceria e o
apoio da 6pera La Monnaie / De Munt, onde Rosas esteve em residéncia de 1992 a 2007, e do
Kaaitheater, Rosas mantém uma base consistente de actuagdes em Bruxelas e trabalhou com
organizagdes para promover projectos como P.A.R.T.S., Bal Moderne e Workspacebrussels.

As instalagdes da Rosas em Bruxelas sdo um centro de recursos em artes cénicas, com
inumeras actividades artisticas. Actualmente, o campus é partilhado com o P.A.R.T.S.
e o agrupamento de musica contemporanea Ictus, com os seus estudios a serem
disponibilizados para a Workspacebrussels e muitas outras companhias e artistas.

Rosas is supported by the Flemish Community and by the
BNP Paribas Foundation.
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Rain, set to Steve Reich’s Music for 18 Musicians (1976), is one of Anne Teresa De Keersmaeker’s
most characteristic performances. With this vibrant choreography, De Keersmaeker returned, in
2001, to two of her great loves: pure dance and the minimalistic music of Steve Reich. Accompanied
by the pulsating tones of his music, for an hour and ten minutes, nine dancers occupy the stage,
delineated by a curtain of fine strings, displaying an impressive succession of virtuoso dance phrases.
The mathematical figures, the sustained repetition, the geometric occupation of the space, the art
of continuous variation - everything that had gradually become the choreographer’s signature was
pushed to the extreme in Rain.

In Rain, De Keersmaeker approaches the company of dancers as a close-knit group of pronounced
individuals who, one by one, play a vital role in the whole. Six women and three men allow themselves
to be propelled by an unstoppable joined energy that binds them together. It’s a bustling network in
which breath and speed is shared as well as that special comradery that forms when you are

beyond fatigue.



Rain (2001), is set to Steve Reich’s Music for 18 Musicians, which he composed in 1976. Based on
Reich’s musical score, the choreographer and dancers jointly developed the dance phrases and
scenes. More often than not, the nine dancers occupy the stage at the same time, displaying a great
variety of technically and physically challenging group dances, creating a vibrant feast for the eyes. It
is fascinating to see how the dancers skillfully converge and disperse, displaying continuous variations
in movements and the captivating minimalistic music that stirs emotions.

It is worth mentioning that the 2016 version, restaged by Anne Teresa De Keersmaeker for a group
of new dancers 15 years after Rain’s debut, will be presented. Despite being an “historical” work, it
shows techniques and forms still relevant today. Let us see how the young dancers give this classical
masterpiece a new lease of life.

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Biographical Notes

In 1980, after studying dance at Mudra School in Brussels and Tisch School of the Arts in
New York, De Keersmaeker (born in 1960) created Asch, her first choreographic work. Two
years later came the premiere of Fase, Four Movements to the Music of Steve Reich. De
Keersmaeker established the dance company Rosas in Brussels in 1983, while creating
the work Rosas danst Rosas. Since these breakthrough pieces, her choreography has

been grounded in a rigorous and prolific exploration of the relationship between dance
and music. She has created with Rosas a wide-ranging body of work engaging the musical
structures and scores of several periods, from early music to contemporary and popular
idioms. Her choreographic practice also draws formal principles from geometry, numerical
patterns, the natural world, and social structures to offer a unique perspective on the
body’s articulation in space and time. In 1995, De Keersmaeker established the school
P.A.R.TS. (Performing Arts Research and Training Studios) in Brussels in association with
La Monnaie/De Munt.

Born in New York and raised there and in California, Steve Reich graduated with honours in
philosophy from Cornell University in 1957. For the next two years, he studied composition
with Hall Overton, and from 1958 to 1961 studied at the Juilliard School of Music. Reich
received his M.A.in Music from Mills College in 1963, where he worked with Luciano Berio
and Darius Milhaud. Reich’s 1988 piece, Different Trains, marked a new compositional
method in which speech recordings generate the musical material for instruments. In 1990,
he received a Grammy Award for Best Contemporary Composition for Different Trains,
recorded by the Kronos Quartet on the Nonesuch label. He won his second Grammy in
1999 for Music for 18 Musicians. Over the years, Reich has received commissions from

the most important international institutions. His music has been performed by major
orchestras and ensembles around the world and several choreographers have created
dances to his music. In 1994 Reich was elected to the American Academy of Arts and
Letters, to the Bavarian Academy of Fine Arts in 1995, and in 1999, awarded Commander
of Order of Arts and Letters.



Scenographer and lighting designer Versweyveld received his training at the Sint-Lucas
Institute in Brussels and at the Royal Academy of Fine Arts Antwerp. He has been a guest
lecturer at the Gerrit Rietveld Academie and is one of the co-founders of the scenography
training programme in Antwerp. He has been responsible for designing the scenes and
lighting for a wide variety of theatre productions, ranging from classic to modern plays,

as well as dance and opera productions. In addition to his work with Anne Teresa De

Keersmaeker, he also collaborates with many internationally renowned directors, including
Johan Simons and Pierre Audi. He won the Bessie Awards in New York for his scenography
for Drumming Live, the Obie Awards for Hedda Gabler, the Amsterdam Award for the Arts
(with Ivo van Hove) in 2015, and the Knight of lllumination Awards for Song from Far Away
in 2016.

Van Noten studied fashion design course at the Royal Academy of Fine Arts Antwerp at
the age of 18. In 2008, he was awarded International Designer of the Year by the Council
of Fashion Designers of America, Inc., and Royal Designer for Industry by the Royal Society
for the encouragement of Arts, Manufactures and Commerce in London. In 2009, the
Royal Flemish Academy of Belgium for Science and the Arts awarded him with the Gold
Medal, and the Couture Council of the Museum at Fashion Institute of Technology in New
York honoured him with the Couture Council Award for Artistry of Fashion. He has worked

with Anne Teresa De Keersmaeker for several performances, including Drumming (1998)
and Rain (2001).

In 1979, Ikeda entered Maurice Béjart’s dance school in Brussels, where she met Anne
Teresa De Keersmaeker. In 1983, she helped founded Rosas, and worked as rehearsal
director for the early pieces of the company. Between 1983 and 2008, she contributed

to the creations of and danced in almost all the productions of Rosas, and to several of its
films and videos. Since 2007, Ikeda has been developing her own artistic career and has
collaborated with diverse artists. She created Nine Finger with Benjamin Verdonck and
Alain Platel. This performance was selected for the Festival d’Avignon 2007, and extended

into international tour. She also teaches workshops for Rosas and her own works.



Bachman (France, 1994) studied ballet at the Ballet School of the Opéra national de
Paris from 2005 to 2011, before becoming a member of the Paris Opera Ballet in August
2011. With the Opera’s company, she performed in classical ballet productions such as
La Bayadere, Giselle and Sleeping Beauty, and worked with many choreographers, like
Wayne McGregor, Benjamin Millepied, John Neumeier, Pina Bausch, etc. She also toured -
with the company around the world dancing in Moscow (at the Bolshoi Theatre), Japan
and Australia. Bachman has worked with the L.A. Dance Project Company and Benjamin
Millepied’s company, as well as performed in Anne Teresa De Keersmaeker’s Rain and
Bartok/Beethoven/Schoenberg with the Paris Opera Ballet, before joining Rosas in 2016
for the revival of Rain.

Kawaji (Sweden, 1994) studied at the Royal Swedish Ballet School from 2004 until 2013.
In the season 2012/13, she was a full-time apprentice with the Cullberg Ballet, where she
performed Translations, the second part of The Strindberg Project by Melanie Mederlind 8Van Asischot
and Ekmans’ Triptych - A Study of Entertainment by Alexander Ekman. In 2016, Kawaiji
graduated from P.A.R.T.S. and joined Rosas for the revival of Rain.

Efstathiou (Greece,1989) graduated from a private professional dance school in Athens,
with a full scholarship for three years, she then studied at the Royal Academy of Dance
(London) and obtained the highest diploma in classical dance. Between 2010 and 2015,
she collaborated with Dominique Duszynski in Sous Les Ponts, Sotto Voces, Walkabout
and the duet Riff, presented in France, Belgium and Brazil. From 2013 to 2015, she danced

in Michele Noiret’s Hors-champ. She created and performed her personal works Mr
Gingerbread Man, 9 NiNe and Chapter |, in Belgium, Greece and Austria. Since 2010
she has taught classical and contemporary dance in several dance schools and studios
worldwide. She joined Rosas in 2016 for the revival of Rain.



Hashimoto (Japan,1991) started dancing at the age of three, under the direction of Yoshie
Nagai. She continued her dance education in Tokyo, at the same time taking lessons under
Yukari Ota. She graduated from the Japan Women's College of Physical Education in
2014, and from P.A.R.T.S. in 2016. She has worked with the organisation “fieldworks” as an
intern with which she performed carry on at Rucka Artist Residency in Latvia and PACT

Zollverein in Germany. She has worked with Yumi Osanai in Hidden Sense, and has been
collaborating with the Scarbo saxophone quartet from Belgium for the project PAGINE
since 2015. Hashimoto joined Rosas in 2016 for the revival of Rain.

Poletti (France, 1992), started her professional dance education in 2009 at the
Conservatoire National Supérieur Musique et Danse de Paris (CNSMDP). In 2013, she
joined the Training Cycle of P.A.R.T.S. and graduated in 2016. She performed Spanish
Dance with Trisha Brown Dance Company in Leuven in 2014, and worked with the
company again for the last repertory performances under the direction of Diane Madden
and Carolyn Lucas as an intern in Brooklyn Academy of Music in 2016. She was part of a
group of P.A.R.T.S. students who collaborated with the choreographer Marten Spangberg
on Dawn, which was premiered at ImPulsTanz in Vienna in 2016. She joined Rosas in 2016
for the revival of Rain.

Ratsifandrihana (France, 1994) studied at CNSMDP, and pursued further training in the
Junior Ballet with which she danced works of Nathalie Pubellier and Cristiana Morganti.
In 2014 she travelled to Japan to perform Le Baiser from the repertoire of Thomas Lebrun.
She met the stage director Caleb Hammond in New York for whom she danced Helen at

the Brick Theater in Brooklyn. In the same year, she joined the Compagnie du Hanneton
directed by James Thierrée. She participated in the creation of Tabac Rouge which
received the Moliere Award for Best Visual Creation in 2014. In 2015, she collaborated with
Salia Sanou in Du Désir d’Horizons. In 2016, she started working with Rosas for the revival

of Rain.



Gizycki (France, 1993) graduated in scientific studies in 2011 and continued his dance
education at CNSMD de Lyon, after which he went to study at P.A.R.T.S. (Brussel)

and graduated in 2016. He joined Rosas for the revival of Rain and the exhibition
Work/Travail/Arbeid at the Tate Modern in London, both in 2016. Then he carried on
working with Rosas in Zeitigung, Achterland, and Work/Travail/Arbeid at the MoMa in
New York and at the Volksbihne in Berlin. He recently took part in the creation of

Bartok/Beethoven/Schénberg.

Crnéevié (Serbia, 1996) started his artistic career at a primary music school for classical
guitar and has a background of sport dancing. He graduated from the ballet high

school Lujo Davico in Belgrad. In 2013, he studied in P.A.R.T.S., and worked with many
choreographers and teachers like David Zambrano, David Hernandez, Salva Sanchis, Marta
Coronado, and Libby Farr, and spent two months in Senegal working with African students

and choreographers in the Ecole des Sables, as part of an exchange programme. After

graduation in 2016, he joined Rosas for the exhibition Work/Travail/Arbeid at the Tate
Modern (London) and for the revival of Rain.

Svajda (Croatia, 1995) started dancing at the age of nine, then studied dance in Zagreb
and at Salzburg Experimental Academy of Dance. In 2013 he worked with renowned dance
artist and teacher Martin Sonderkamp on Re-wired choreographies for the preconscious
body, as well as with Zagreb Dance Company and choreographer Bo Madvig at the Dance
and Non-Verbal Theatre Festival San Vincenti. He has performed in Love Will Tear Us

Apart, a solo made by Petra Hras¢anec and Sasa Bozi¢ at Danscentrumjette (Brussels), at
Les Subsistances (Lyon) and at Théatre de la Bastille (Paris), and Bodhis Project’s Fragile
matter made by Paul Blackman and Christine Gouzelis. He joined Rosas for revival of Rain
in2016.



Rosas is founded by choreographer and dancer Anne Teresa De Keersmaekerin 1983
during the creation of Rosas danst Rosas. Since her debut in 1982 with Fase, Four
Movements to the Music of Steve Reich, De Keersmaeker has been engaged in a rigorous
exploration and articulation of movement, from its simplest forms to its most complex.
Rosas has expanded the art of dance as an act of writing movements in space and time,
and has over the years explored choreography in partnership with other compositional
forces, namely music, geometry, visual arts, and language. Ever since De Keersmaeker’s
early works began to gain international attention, Rosas has built a strong and vital
presence in the dance world, engaging theatres, repertoire companies, opera houses,
festivals, workplaces, exhibition spaces, and educational platforms. With the partnership
and support of the La Monnaie/De Munt opera house, where Rosas was in residency
from 1992 to 2007, and Kaaitheater, Rosas has had a consistent home onstage in Brussels,
and has worked with organisations to foster such projects as P.A.R.T.S., Bal Moderne, and
Workspacebrussels.

The Rosas facilities in Brussels are a centre of myriad artistic activities and resources in
performing arts. At present the campus is shared with P.A.R.T.S. and the contemporary
music ensemble Ictus, its studios are also made available to Workspacebrussels, and
numerous companies and artists.
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
