NOTAS BIOGRAFICAS

Marco Granados e Un Mundo Ensemble

Marco Granados formou um conjunto de musicos
notdveis e virtuosos com o objectivo de divulgar a
agitacio, paixdo e energia da musica da Venezuela e da
América Latina. A musica venezuelana é caracterizada
por melodias alegres, complexos ritmos sincopados e
harmonias jazzisticas que combinam as tradigbes das
culturas africana, europeia e nativa com um toque
de sofisticagio verdadeiramente tnico. Un Mundo
dedica-se a divulgar a paixdo e energia da musica
venezuelana pelo mundo, incutindo nos jovens o amor
pela musica e a unido de culturas através de arranjos
cléssicos, folcléricos e de jazz. A musica de Un Mundo
é virtuosa, dando aos executantes ampla oportunidade
para mostrarem o conhecimento profundo dos seus

instrumentos.

Marco Granados, Flauta

Natural da Venezuela, Marco Granados mantém uma
carreira internacional activa como solista, musico
de cdmara e professor. O seu repertério diverso
vai da musica cldssica ao folclore, com énfase na
musica latino-americana, que é a sua especialidade.
E membro de numerosos agrupamentos aclamados
pela critica, entre os quais Un Mundo, Quintet of
the Americas e Triangulo (um trio de cimara latino-
americano). As suas colaboragdes incluem o Cuarteto
Latinoamericano, o Daedalus String Quartet, a
Chamber Music Society do Lincoln Center e artistas
tdo distintos como Paquito D’Rivera e a soprano
Renée Fleming. Actuagbes recentes incluem recitais
no Carnegie Hall em Nova Iorque e no Wigmore
Hall em Londres e digressdes nos EUA, Eslovénia e

Africa do Sul. Actuou também em numerosos festivais

de musica, incluindo Caramoor, Moab, Chautauqua
e o Festival de Musica do Colorado. Recentemente,
Marco Granados foi Consultor Artistico de musica
latino-americana do Festival de Musica Caramoor em
Nova Iorque.

Jorge Glem, Cuatro Venezuelano

Jorge Glem é um dos mais procurados solistas de
cuatro na Venezuela, devido ao seu incrivel virtuosismo,
imaginativa musicalidade e aos complexos padrdes
polirritmicos que cria com o seu instrumento. Nasceu
em Cumana, na Venezuela, e comegou a tocar cuatro
muito jovem. Aos 24 anos de idade, ji tinha ganho
numerosas competi¢des e prémios tanto na Venezuela
como no estrangeiro. Representou a Venezuela em
festivais internacionais de musica na Guatemala,
Colombia e Alemanha e ¢ o primeiro executante
de cuatro a ter a honra de actuar na prestigiada
Kammermusiksaal na Berlin Philharmonie. Glem ¢
actualmente professor de cuatro no Conservatério
de Misica Simén Bolivar e encontra-se a concluir
os estudos de musica no Instituto Universitario de

Estadios Musicales (IUDEM) em Caracas.
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Pedro Giraudo, Contrabaixo
O contrabaixista Pedro Giraudo, natural de Cérdoba,

na Argentina, mudou-se para Nova lorque em 1996.
Desde entdo tem sido muito procurado como baixista
e arranjador, trabalhando numa grande variedade
de projectos musicais. Colaborou profissionalmente
com Pablo Ziegler, Kenny Garret, Marco Granados,
William Cepeda, Chris Washburn, e Eternal Tango,
tendo gravado com Fernando Oteros X-Tango,
Marta Topferova, Lucia Pulido, Mo’Guajiro and Jess
Jurkovic. Pedro Giraudo participou em virios festivais

de musica jazz nos EUA, Europa, América do Sul,

Caratbas e na Asia e tocou em locais como The Blue
Note (Japdo), Birdland (Viena), Kennedy Center
(Washington DC), Blue Note, Iridium, Jazz Standard,
Lincoln Center e Carnegie Hall (Nova Iorque).

Lali Mejia, Percussionista

Natural de Maracaibo, Venezuela, Lali Mejia reside
actualmente na drea de San Francisco Bay. Iniciou
a sua formagio musical muito cedo no Colegio
de Bellas Artes de Macaraibo. Lali especializa-se
principalmente em folclore afro-venezuelano assim
como em outros estilos de musica latino-americana.
E membro permanente da banda Venezuelan Music
Project (de musica folclérica venezuelana) e do VNote
Ensemble (uma fusio de jazz e musica venezuelana),

tendo partilhado o palco com musicos de alto calibre

como Marco Granados, Aquiles Baez, Jackeline
Rago, Maria Volonté, Claudia Calderén, Gonzalo
Teppa e Leo Blanco. Alguns dos seus concertos mais
memordveis foram no Lincoln Center Out of Doors,
Festival de Jazz de San Francisco, California World
Music Fest, Festival de Jazz de Monterey, Festival
de Musica Moab, Festival de Musica e Artes Esalen,
Venezuelan Sounds no Smithsonian e Festival de
Misica Yerba Buena.

Francisco Flores, Trompete

Francisco Flores nasceu na cidade de San Cristébal,
na Venezuela. Iniciou os estudos de trompete com o
seu pai aos 8 anos de idade. Mudou-se para Caracas
onde estudou com Eduardo Manzanilla no Instituto
Universitario de Estudios Musicales. Mais tarde
mudou-se para Franca, onde em 2005 recebeu o
Diploma de Solistas do Conservatoire Nationale de
Region de la Ville de Rueil-Malmaison. A carreira
de Flores como solista comegou na Venezuela, onde
teve a oportunidade de tocar com as principais bandas
de concerto e orquestras sinfénicas venezuelanas.
Eo primeiro trompetista latino-americano a ter
ganho prémios nos concursos europeus de trompete
mais prestigiados incluindo 3° prémio no Concurso
Internacional de Trompete 2005 na cidade hingara
de Pilisvorosvir, 1° prémio no Concurso Internacional
de Trompete Phillip Jones 2005 na cidade francesa de
Guebwiller, 1° prémio no Concurso Internacional de
Trompete “Maurice André” 2006 em Paris e 1° prémio
no Concurso Internacional de Trompete Citta de
Porcia 2006, em Itilia.
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Quinteto Novo Tango de Pablo Ziegler

O casamento entre o jazz e o tango era virtualmente
desconhecido héd 30 anos, até o pianista Pablo
Ziegler, pianista de Astor Piazzolla, surgir no
panorama musical, combinando homogeneamente
os ritmos ardentes do tango com a espontaneidade
enérgica do jazz.

As composi¢des de Pablo Ziegler sio tocadas e
gravadas por muitos musicos em todo o mundo. Esta
noite, Ziegler toca com o seu Quinteto, um grupo que
se estreou em 1994.

Pablo Ziegler, Compositor/ Arranjador/ Pianista

Nascido em Buenos Aires, na Argentina, o pianista
Pablo Ziegler, premiado com um Grammy, combina
engenhosamente os ritmos cldssicos do tango com
improvisa¢des de jazz, acrescentando uma nova voz
ao léxico do tango. Formou o seu préprio Quartet
for New Tango em 1990 e tem efectuado numerosas
digressdes em todo o mundo com o seu trio, quarteto e
quinteto. Em temporadas recentes tocou no Carnegie
Hall, Blue Note, Festival de Ravinia, Knitting Factory
e Festival de Jazz de San Francisco, entre muitos
outros. O quinteto de Ziegler tem também actuado
anualmente no Jazz Standard em NYC desde 2002,
com artistas convidados como Paquito D’Rivera,
Randy Brecker e Kenny Garrett, entre outros. O
ano de 2007 marcou o langamento de um novo
CD ao vivo, Buenos Aires Report (Saphrane), de um
espectdculo gravado no “The Bimhuis” em Amsterdio,
assim como um CD ao vivo com o artista convidado

Stefon Harris, Tango Meets Jazz (Kind of Blue).
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Héctor del Curto, Bandoneén

Nascido em Buenos Aires, na Argentina, Héctor
del Curto é um executante de bandoneén que tem
viajado pelo mundo como solista e musico de cimara,
partilhando os palcos com Osvaldo Pugliese, Julio
Bocca, Orquesta Sinfénica de Buenos Aires e o
Teatro Colén Ballet, entre muitos outros. Membro
do Quinteto Pablo Ziegler desde 1994, Héctor del
Curto participou nas gravagdes Linea de Tango com o
Luis Borda Cuarteto, Osvaldo Pugliese Live in Concert
e Asphalt de Pablo Ziegler, Tango Magic e Quintet for
New Tango. Ganhou o prémio “Melhor Intérprete de
Bandoneén Com Menos de 25 Anos” com apenas 17
anos de idade, e a Italian-American Network atribuiu-
-lhe o Prémio Golden Note em reconhecimento das
suas realizac¢bes artisticas em 1999. Como maestro,
dirigiu o especticulo Forever Tango na Broadway assim
COmMO Numerosos outros concertos de tango.

Franco Pinna, Bateria

Franco Pinna iniciou a sua carreira musical em 1988
na sua cidade natal de Tucuman, na Argentina, onde
actuou e gravou com os mais distintos musicos de
folclore, entre eles Radl Carnota e Lucho Hoyos. Em
Janeiro de 1998, mudou-se para Boston para ingressar
no Berklee College of Music onde obteve uma bolsa
de “Musicalidade Notével” e formou-se Magna Cum
Laude em 2000 no ambito do Programa de Musica
Profissional. Pinna é membro fundador do grupo Los
Changos, radicado em Nova Iorque, que toca musica
original baseada em ritmos argentinos. O baterista
tem dedicado grande parte da sua vida a estudar os
vérios ritmos do folclore sul-americano. Criou um
forma unica de os interpretar, incorporando alguns
instrumentos de percussio tradicionais no conjunto da
bateria e desenvolvendo o seu estilo préprio baseado
em técnicas de percussio do folclore. Pinna também

actuou e gravou com muitos outros artistas, tais como

e Danilo Pérez, Oscar Feldman e Jeff Ballard.

Claudio Ragazzi, Guitarra

Claudio Ragazzi formou-se Magna Cum Laude em
Composi¢io e Arranjos de Jazz pelo Berklee College
of Music em 1984 e recebeu o Prémio Duke Ellington
Master € o Boston Music Award no mesmo ano.
Depois de se formar em Berklee, gravou o CD de jazz
“top 30” Amazonia com o seu ensemble instrumental
Ananda. Nos dltimos dez anos tem composto musica
para o cinema, televisdo, teatro e ballet e tem actuado
tanto como acompanhante como com o seu préprio
grupo. Actuou recentemente com as lendas do jazz
Gary Burton, Joe Lovano e Paquito D’Rivera no
Carnegie Hall e com o violoncelista de renome
mundial Yo-Yo Ma na série televisiva de musica
Sessions at Studio 54.

Un Mundo is dedicated to bringing the
passion and energy of Venezuelan music to the world,
instilling in young people the love of music and the
bridging of cultures through classical, folk and jazzy
arrangements. Un Mundo’s music is virtuosic, giving
the performers ample opportunity to display mastery
of their instruments.

Marco Granados, Flute

A native of Venezuela, Marco Granados maintains
an active international career as a soloist, chamber
musician, and teacher. His diverse repertoire spans
from classical to folk, with an emphasis on Latin
American music as his specialty. He has been a
member of many critically acclaimed ensembles,
among them Un Mundo, the Quintet of the Americas
and Triangulo (Latin American Chamber Trio).
Marco’s collaborations include those with the Cuarteto
Latinoamericano, the Daedalus String Quartet, the
Chamber Music Society of Lincoln Center and such
distinguished artists as Paquito D’Rivera and the
soprano Renee Fleming. Recent performances include
recitals at Carnegie Hall in New York and Wigmore
Hall in London and tours of the US, Slovenia and
South Africa. He has also performed at many music
festivals including Caramoor, Moab, Chautauqua
and the Colorado Music Festival. Recently, Marco
Granados served as the Artistic Advisor for Latin

American Music of the Caramoor Music Festival in

New York.
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Jorge Glem, Venezuelan Cuatro

Jorge Glem is one of the most sought-after cuatro
soloists in Venezuela, due to his incredible virtuosity,
imaginative musicality and the complex polyrhythmic
patterns he creates with his instrument. He was born
in Cumana, Venezuela, and began to play the cuatro at
a very young age. At 24, he was already the winner of
numerous competitions and awards both in Venezuela
and abroad. He has represented Venezuela in
international music festivals in Guatemala, Colombia
and Germany and is the first cuatro player to have
had the honour of performing in the prestigious
Kammermusiksaal at the Berlin Philarmonie.

Glem is currently Cuatro professor at the Music
Conservatory of the Simén Bolivar Orchestra and
is finishing his musical studies at the Instituto
Universitario de Estudios Musicales (IUDEM)
in Caracas.

Pedro Giraudo, Double Bass

Bassist Pedro Giraudo, originally from Cérdoba,
Argentina, moved to New York City in 1996. Since
then he has become an in-demand bass player and
arranger working in a great variety of musical projects.
He has performed professionally with Pablo Ziegler,
Kenny Garret, Marco Granados, William Cepeda,
Chris Washburn and Eternal Tango and has recorded
with Fernando Oteros X-Tango, Marta Topferova,
Lucia Pulido, Mo’Guajiro and Jess Jurkovic. Pedro
Giraudo has participated in various Jazz and Music
Festivals throughout the United States, Europe, South
America, the Caribbean and Asia and has performed
in venues such as the Blue Note (Japan), Birdland
(Vienna), the Kennedy Center (Washington DC),
Iridium, the Jazz Standard, Lincoln Center and

Carnegie Hall (NYC).
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Lali Mejia, Percussionist

A native of Maracaibo, Venezuela, Lali Mejia
currently resides in the San Francisco Bay Area.
She began her musical training at an early age at
Maracaibo’s Colegio Bellas Artes. Lali specialises
primarily in Afro-Venezuelan folklore as well as other
Latin American styles of music. She is a permanent
band member of the Venezuelan Music Project
(Venezuelan folk music) and the VNote Ensemble
(a fusion of jazz and Venezuelan music), and she has
shared the stage with high calibre musicians such as
Marco Granados, Aquiles Baez, Jackeline Rago, Maria
Volonté, Claudia Calderén, Gonzalo Teppa and Leo
Blanco. Some of her most memorable concerts were at
the Lincoln Center Out of Doors, the San Francisco
Jazz Festival, the California World Music Fest, the
Monterey Jazz Festival, the Moab Music Festival, the
Esalen Music and Arts Festival, Venezuelan Sounds
at the Smithsonian and the Yerba Buena Gardens
Music Festival.

Francisco Flores, Trumpet

Francisco Flores was born in 1981 in the city of San
Cristébal, Venezuela. He began trumpet studies with
his father when he was 8 years old. After showing
much promise, he moved to Caracas where he began
trumpet studies with Eduardo Manzanilla at the
Instituto Universitario de Estudios Musicales. Later
he moved to France, where in 2005 he received the
Soloists Diploma from the Conservatoire National de
Region de la Ville de Rueil-Malmaison. Flores’ career
as a soloist started in Venezuela, where he has had the
opportunity to play with all of the major Venezuelan
concert bands and symphony orchestras. He has the
unique distinction of being the first Latin American
trumpet player to have won the most prestigious
trumpet competitions of Europe including 3¢ prize at
the 2005 International Trumpet Competition in the
Hungarian city of Pilisvordsvér, 1" Prize at the 2005
Phillip Jones International Trumpet Competition in
the French city of Guebwiller, 1* Prize at the “Maurice
Andre” 2006 International Trumpet Competition in
Paris and 1 Prize at the 2006 International Trumpet
Competition “Citta De Porcia” in Italy.
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The Pablo Ziegler Quintet for New Tango

A union between jazz and tango would have been

virtually unheard of 30 years ago. Then, Astor
Piazzolla’s pianist, Pablo Ziegler, emerged on the music
scene, homogeneously combining the fiery rhythms of

tango with the energetic spontaneity of jazz.

Pablo Ziegler’s compositions are performed and
recorded by many musicians throughout the world.
Tonight he performs with his Quintet, a group that
debuted in 1994.

Pablo Ziegler, Composer/ Arranger/ Pianist

Born in Buenos Aires, Argentina, the Latin Grammy
Award-winning pianist Pablo Ziegler artfully blends
classic tango rhythms with jazz improvisations, adding
a new voice to the tango lexicon. He formed his own
Quartet for New Tango in 1990 and has been touring
extensively throughout the world with his trio, quartet
and quintet. Performances in recent seasons have
included appearances at Carnegie Hall, Blue Note,
the Ravinia Festival, the Knitting Factory and the
San Francisco Jazz Festival, amongst many others.
Ziegler’s quintet has also been performing annually
at the Jazz Standard in NYC since 2002, with guest
artists including Paquito D’Rivera, Randy Brecker and
Kenny Garrett, among others. The year 2007 marks
the release of a new Live CD, Buenos Aires Report
(Saphrane), from a performance recorded at “The
Bimhuis” in Amsterdam, as well as a live from the Jazz
Standard recording with guest artist Stefon Harris,
Tango Meets Jazz (Kind of Blue).
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Héctor del Curto, Bandoneén

Born in Buenos Aires, Argentina, Héctor del Curto is
a bandonedn player who has traveled the world both
as soloist and chamber musician, sharing the stage
with Osvaldo Pugliese, Julio Bocca, the Orquesta
Sinfénica de Buenos Aires and the Teatro Colén
Ballet, among many others. A member of the Pablo
Ziegler Quintet since 1994, Héctor Del Curto appears
on the recordings Linea de Tango with the Luis Borda
Cuarteto, Osvaldo Pugliese Live in Concert and Pablo
Ziegler's Asphalt, Tango Magic and Quintet for New
Tango. He won “Best Bandoneén Player Under 257
when he was only 17, and the Italian-American
Network awarded him the Golden Note Award in
recognition of his artistic achievements in 1999.
As a conductor he directed the show Forever Tango
on Broadway as well as numerous other concerts
featuring tango music.

Franco Pinna, Drums

Franco Pinna started his musical career in 1988 in his
native Tucumén, Argentina, where he performed and
recorded with some of the most distinguished folklore
musicians, among them Raul Carnota and Lucho
Hoyos. In January of 1998, he moved to Boston to
enter the Berklee College of Music where he obtained
the “Outstanding Musicianship” scholarship and
graduated Magna Cum Laude in 2000 under the
Professional Music Diploma Programme. Pinna is a
tounding member of the New York-based group Los
Changos, which performs original music based on
Argentinean rhythms. The drummer has dedicated a
big part of his life to studying all the various rhythms
from South American folklore. He has created a
unique way to interpret them, incorporating some
traditional percussion instruments into the drum
set and developing his own style based on folkloric
percussion techniques. Pinna has also performed
and recorded with many other artists, such as Danilo
Pérez, Oscar Feldman and Jeff Ballard.

Claudio Ragazzi graduated Magna Cum Laud .

in Jazz Composition and Arranging from Berklee
College of Music in 1984 and was the recipient of
the Duke Ellington Master’s Award and the Boston
Music Awards that same year. After graduating from
Berklee he recorded the “top 30” jazz CD Amazonia
with his instrumental ensemble Ananda. For the
past ten years he has been scoring music for film and
television, theatre and ballet and has been performing
both as sideman and with his own group.

He recently performed with jazz legends Gary Burton,
Joe Lovano and Paquito D’Rivera at Carnegie Hall
and with world renowned cellist Yo-Yo Ma on the

music television series Sessions at Studio 54.
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
